Introduction to Job

Events take place over a period of months.
Sometime around 18001500 B.C.

5).

In Uz (pronounced 00z).

May have been established by the descendents of
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East of Palestine on the border of Arabia.

Lan of plentiful pastures (Job 1:3) and suitable for
crops (1:13).

Considerable size so as to have several kings (Jer.
25:20)
