Leviticus 16
The Day of Atonement

Â The one day of the year where God would 
provide a way by which everyoneôs sins 
could be forgiven, and the nation made 
holy again.

Â The High Priest would go before Yahweh 
on behalf of the people to make 
reconciliation between God and the 
people.

Â It required the sacrifice of a substitute and 
prayer on behalf of the people.

Â Once a year the high priest would enter the Holy 
of Holies with the blood of the slain offerings to 
make atonement for himself and the nation.

Â This was only part of the offering; Unique to this 
sacred occasion was the use of a scapegoat.  
The scapegoat  physically symbolized the 
removal of the nations sin.  

Â Aaron placed his hands on the head of the goat, 
confessed Israelôs guilt, then sent the goat into 
the desert.  The goat would óbearô or ócarryô the 
iniquities into the desert signifying forgiveness 
(Ps. 102:12)
