o Synthetical(Pr. 15:3; 16:4)

V The eyes of the Lord are in every place,
V Watching the evil and the good.

o Emblematic(Pr. 10:26; 11:22)

V Like vinegar to the teeth and smoke to the eyes
V So is the lazy one to those who send him.
