Christians are persecuted for the sake of righteousness because of
their loyalty to Christ. Real loyalty to Him creates friction in the hearts
of those who pay Him only lip service. Loyalty arouses their
consciences, and leaves them with only two alternatives: follow Christ,
or silence Him. Often their only way of silencing Christ is by silencing
His servants. Persecution, in subtle or less subtle forms, is the result.

How can a Christian rejoice in the face of persecution?

1. Realize the persecution will come (v. 11)

2. Rejoice over the prize that awaits you (v. 12).

3. Remember your purpose in life (vv. 14-16).
